ADVENT 

        The Season of Advent resets the clocks and calendars of Christian worship.  

Advent summons us to the beginning; the lavishness of Godôs compassion and  

mercy frame yet another year for us.  With the arrival of Adventôs first Sunday, we 

attend to this mystery one more time.  Clearly, we are a people whose origins and 

destiny make us curious yet apprehensive about the day of the Lordôs coming.  Our 

tradition proclaims this as both an event already accomplished in human history 

and an event moving toward fulfillment in the future, our future. 

     Worship insists that our encounter with the day of the Lord occurs concretely in 

the struggles and tensions, choices and decisions of human living.  Little by little, 

we ripen, mature in our preparation for the glory of Christôs coming.  Advent is a multilayered season of 

meanings.  Over and over, we find ourselves centered in the extravagant documentation that spells out 

Godôs penchant for wonder, mystery and surprise.  Perhaps we will discover ourselves hungry for more.  

Beneath the predictable commotion of this season we might catch the sense of things so ancient and so 

new, so intimate and so shattering.  Advent Sourcebook, Thomas J. OôGorman 

SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION 

ADVENT PENANCE SERVICES  

      The Season of Advent invites us to welcome the Christ who is coming into our world.  It is a season 

that reminds us we take up this work together, a work that is primarily about making known and sharing 

the mercy of God. Indeed, the more we celebrate Godôs mercy the more merciful we become. 

     Throughout the Season of Advent, additional Priest-Confessors will be present for our regular Saturday           

Confessions.  It is hoped that their assistance will serve to minimize the wait time that is often             

experienced. 

     Additional opportunities to celebrate this sacrament will also be provided during the Week of Grace.  At 

St. Barbara Church, Confessions are scheduled from 6-8pm on Monday, December 14; Tuesday,      

December 15;   Wednesday, December 16; and Thursday, December 17.  At Ascension Church, 

Confessions are scheduled from 3-5pm on Tuesday, December 15 and Thursday, December 17.  

Confessions may also be scheduled by appointment with either Father Alvin or myself.  

      We live in an age that is often referred to as ñPost Truth.ò  By this is meant not that truth no longer 

exists.  But rather, it is an acknowledgment that facts are much less influential in shaping public opinion 

than appeals to emotion and personal belief.  For those of us in the Truth Business, this is often        

perplexing.  However, itôs always been a reality of our work. 

     Many of my brother priests tell me that they donôt want to be salesmen.  However, the work of     

disciples has always been about selling others on a new way of living.  We like to believe that facts speak 

for themselves.  If we just tell people the truth, theyôll figure out the rest.  But the story of salvation has 

never been so simple.  As disciples weôre constantly challenged to help people live in response to the 

truth. 

     The truth that we proclaim is eternal and unchanging.  The work of disciples is little different today 

than it was 2000 years ago.  If we are to persuade others to embrace a radical way of living, we need to 

be very convincing  witnesses. 

         Regrettably, because of concerns regarding the spread of the coronavirus, our traditional Advent  

Penance Services will not take place this year.  The risks associated with bringing together multiple priests, 

for an extended period of time, simply cannot be ignored.  Only one Covid ñpositiveò case would require 

that those priests present for this service would need to quarantine for 14 days.  During those days       

liturgical and sacramental ministry would be suspended throughout our region.  We hope that the         

additional Confession dates and times will provide opportunities to celebrate this sacrament in lieu of our 

traditional Penance Service.
